Brief Description

Thinkers Forum 2024: Civilizational State in Multiple and Multipolar Perspectives

Within the context of rapid and radical transformation of the modern unipolar world order,
Russia and China, like the other countries, face the challenging task of building a new alternative
multipolar world order based on mutual respect, equality, and justice. To achieve this global goal,
accordingly, we need to consider and define the historical, cultural, and civilizational foundations
of our countries, as well as search for and choose the ways of the national (state) development.
The theoretical academic assessment of these changes is reflected by the emergence of the
“Civilizational State” concept, particularly relevant in the context of the transition from the
unipolar world model, which emerged after 1991, to a more balanced and promising multipolar
world model. Yet, while the relevance of building a multipolar world is obvious to most part of
the non-Western world community, the “Civilizational State” concept still remains the subject of
extensive discussions and requires further in-depth reflection. Strong evidence supporting the
relevance of the “Civilizational State” concept can be seen in a reference made by President
Vladimir V. Putin during his speech at the State Kremlin Palace on February 08, 2024. The speech
was delivered during the gala evening, celebrating the 300" anniversary of the Russian Academy
of Sciences (RAS). Russia’s special position as a unique civilizational state is also outlined in the
current Foreign Policy Concept, approved by a decree of President Vladimir Putin.

How do we define a “Civilizational State” and does it really exist? What are its criteria
and special features? How does the “Civilizational State” fit into the diverse context of the
emerging multipolar world?

A large number of prominent scholars in Russia and China are actively involved in the
study of this topic over the last decade (Academician Vitaly V. Naumkin, the Academic Leader at
the Institute of the Oriental Studies, RAS; professor Zhang Weiwei, the Director of the Institute of
China at Fudan University, etc.). The deep interest of Russian and Chinese scholars in joint
cooperation and, in particular, the multidimensional systematic analysis on the Multipolarity and
the “Civilizational State” concepts, inspired their agreement to meet in Moscow to hold an
international Russian-Chinese academic event called “Thinkers Forum 2024: Civilizational State
in Multiple and Multipolar Perspectives” (The Thinkers Forum is an annual event in China, and
this year it should be hold abroad for the first time ever). During the Forum, they plan to exchange
scholarly reports, hold free discussions, deliver lectures, conduct interviews, and, finally, issue
joint publications on key topics, provided by the leading participants.

The event, with the participating scholars from Russia, China, India and South Africa, is
scheduled as part of the Government’s scientific assignment for the IOS RAS and is timed to
coincide with the bilateral Year of Culture of Russia and China, the 75" anniversary of the
establishment of the official diplomatic relations between Russia and the PRC, as well as the year
of Russia’s BRICS Chairmanship.

The Forum is co-organized by the Institute of Oriental Studies (RAS) and the Institute of
China (Fudan University, Shanghai). The participating academic partners are the Institute of World
History (RAS) and the Primakov Institute of World Economy and International Relations (RAS).
